rock mine opened in 1952, .

One vein and more than seven massive deposits in altered quartz andesite may have
been formed by the action of hydrothermal solutions.

Main constituent minerals of the ore are sericite, pyrophyllite and quartz Equi--
valent pyrometric cone with the Roseki 1s cone 30 in average which may be used for fire

brick industries.
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
